For over 40 years—since the inception of the West Contra Costa Public Education Fund in
1983—supporting teachers and students in the classroom has remained at the heart of our
work. That's why we're proud to share that this year, the Ed Fund awarded over $20,900 in
Arts grants through our Brad Bradley Bequest, with generous support from our donors.

In honor of Black History Month, 24 classroom, schoolwide, and community-based projects
received funding, with grants ranging from $500 to $1,500. These included 17 schoolwide
projects, é classroom initiatives, and 1 community event, all celebrating Black culture,
identity, and history through the arts.

These projects not only centered student and educator voices—they used the power of the
arts to challenge historical inequities in our public education system. From performances
and exhibits to workshops and creative showcases, each project created space for
reflection, self-love, and cultural pride.

We can’t wait to see the lasting impact these efforts will have across our district.
